
Los Angeles Dental Society  

8-Hour Infection Control Course 
 
Effective January 1, 2010 the Dental Board of California under Business and Professions Code, Section 1750 
requires that unlicensed dental assistants who are in a dentist’s continuous employment for 120 days or more 
must complete, within a year from the date of employment: 
 

 a Dental Board approved course in Infection Control (8 Hours); 

 a Dental Board approved course in the California Dental Practice Act; 
and 

 a CPR course. 
 
These courses are required one-time only and dental assistants who have 
completed these courses should keep evidence of completion in their files for all 
future employers’ records.  Only unlicensed dental assistants hired on or after 
January 1, 2010 (either brand new to the workforce or those changing dentist 
employers), must complete the new required courses.  For more details on the new 
requirement, check www.dbc.ca.gov.   

 
In addition, as of January 1, 2011 all RDA candidates, OA and DSA applicants are also required to complete the 
above as part of the licensing process. 
 
The Los Angeles Dental Society has been approved by the Dental Board of California to offer the 8-hour infection control 
class.  In coordination with CDA, we have developed a course in two parts which includes the required 4 hours of 
didactic instruction and 4 hours of laboratory/clinical instruction.  To register for the course, contact our office at 213-

The clinical portion of the class will be offered by LADS at the office of Dr. Roger Fieldman at 130 South Alvarado, Los 
Angeles, CA 90057.  Each class will have a ratio of 1 instructor to each 6 students.  For a schedule of classes, contact the 
LADS office.  
 
Registration Process: 
 
Step 1: Contact the Los Angeles Dental Society and sign up for the clinical portion of the course on one of the 

above dates.  Tuition: $225 per person 
 
Step 2:   Register for and complete CDA’s didactic portion of course worth 4 CE units.  Go to  www.CDA.org  and 

click on the Conferences and Education tab.  Under Education, click Online Learning and go to “Infection 
Control for the Unlicensed DA”.  Cost $99.  This portion must be completed before the clinical portion. 

 
Dentists are responsible for seeing that their unlicensed DA’s hired after January 1, 2010 complete this course.  Please 
contact our office if you have questions.
